(The Little Horn)

1. Daniel 7:8:

| considered the horns, and, behold, there came up among them
another little horn, before whom there were three of the first horns
plucked up by the roots: and, behold, in this horn were eyes like
the eyes of man, and a mouth speaking great things.

2. Daniel 7: 19-21:

..That horn that had eyes, and a mouth that spake very great
things, whose look was more stout than his fellows. | beheld, and the
same horn made war with the saints, and prevailed against
them;

3. Daniel 7: 25

..he shall speak great words against the most High, and
shall wear out the saints of the most High, and think to
change times and laws: and they shall be given into his hand until a
time and times and the dividing of time.

Little Horn - Daily Sacrifices
1. Daniel 8:9-14:

And out of one of them came forth a little horn, ... And an host was
given him against the daily sacrifice by reason of transgression, ...How long
shall be the vision concerning the daily sacrifice, ... And he said
unto me, unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the
sanctuary be cleansed.

2. Daniel 8: 23-27

And in the latter time of their kingdom, when the transgressors are
come to the full, a king of fierce countenance, and
understanding dark sentences, shall stand up...he shall also
stand up against the Prince of princes; but he shall be broken without
hand...wherefore shut thou up the vision; for it shall be for
many days.




Prophecy
Little Horn - Antiochus IV Epiphanies (Daniel 11:21-35)
1. Daniel 11:5-20:
Wars between the Seleucid Empire (King of the North/Syria) - and the
Ptolemaic Empire (King of the South/Egypt). (Daniel 11: 5-19).

Alexander (Greek King) - 332 Bc - 168 BC:

He is seen as the “Notable Horn” Daniel 8:5 and “Mighty King (Daniel
11:3). He became king at the age of 20 and ruled 13 years. He learned from Aristotle.
Under him because of immense influence of Greek culture, Hebrew or Jewish culture
was lost. During his reign the Israel was divided in to four parts: 1. Judea; 2. Galilee /
P{area; 3) Samaria and 4) Idumea”

After his death his four generals ruled the Greek kingdom (represented by 4 horns
of the “he goat” - Daniel 8:21; 11:4)

Cassander (Macedonia and Greece)
Lysimachus (Thrace and Asia Minor)
Seleucus | Nicator (Syria, Mesopotamia, and Persia) - KING OF SOUTH
Ptolemy | Soter (Egypt, Libya and Judea) - KING OF NORTH
(Durlng his sons rule, the Old Testament is translated into Greek (called
Septuagint) by 72 Scholars, 6 from each tribe)
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Prophecy
Little Horn - Antiochus IV Epiphanies (Daniel 11:21-35)

1. Daniel 11:21-35 - Vile Person

Antiochus IV Epiphanies, successor of Seleucid (North Kingdom) is the
little horn in Daniel 8. He turned against Jews and Jerusalem - tore down
the walls and looted the Temple.

He wanted to be worshipped as God. He stopped the celebration of
Jewish feasts, circumcision and illegally possessed the scriptures. He made
the worship of Greek gods mandatory.

In 167, he offered pig on the altar of the Temple (Daniel 8:10-14; 11:21;
28-31; 11:36-45).
